The letter of intent is required to demonstrate that the local challenge addressed by the pilot consortium is not isolated to the participating entities, but is also shared by other public authorities facing similar needs and policy challenges.
In particular, the letter of intent serves the following purposes:
· validation of the relevance of the local challenge beyond the consortium
 It confirms that the challenge targeted by the pilot is recognised by other cities, communities or regions and is relevant in a broader territorial context.
· evidence of potential transferability and scalability of the pilot
 By showing that other public authorities face comparable needs and are interested in the pilot topic, the letter supports the expected replicability of the proposed solution.
· reinforcement of the policy and practical value of the pilot activities
 The letter demonstrates that the pilot addresses concrete and shared public sector challenges, increasing its strategic relevance for the wider LDT4SSC community.
The letter of intent is therefore not meant to create any legal, financial or operational obligation. Its role is purely to confirm shared challenges and expressed interest.

At least one letter of intent must be provided by:
· a public authority (or, where explicitly allowed, a service or department within another public authority) that is not part of the pilot consortium.
The supporting public authority must be external to the consortium and must not be listed as a partner in the pilot proposal. The pilot consortium is responsible for collecting the signed letter(s) of intent, and submitting them as annexes to the application form.
The letter must therefore be signed by an external supporting authority, but uploaded and submitted by the consortium as part of its application.

Each letter of intent must contain:
· the official letterhead or the official template of the supporting organisation
· a clear reference to the full call name and round (Call for Pilots – Work Strand 2 – LDT4SSC)
· the title of the pilot proposal and the name of the applicant public authority leading the pilot
· a short statement confirming that:
· the local challenge addressed by the pilot is also relevant to the supporting city or region, and
· similar challenges are faced in its own territorial or organisational context (one or two short lines)
· an explicit statement of interest in following the pilot and its results
· a statement clarifying that the letter does not imply any legal or financial commitment
· the name, position and valid signature of the authorised signatory
